First king to successfully
rule over a genuinely united
realm of England, Denmark,
and Norway, and the subject
of many legends. Although
his reign was cruel at first, it

was later marked by
wisdom and self-restraint.

His protection of England

preserved twenty years of

peace during which trade,

art, and Christianity were
able to flourish.

The last Anglo-Saxon
monarch, the struggle for
the throne of England
was fought between him
and Duke William of
Normandy. The
Normans invaded
England on October
14th, leaving William the
victor and king.

King of England and
duke of Normandy. After his
cousin Edward the Confessor

promised him the English

throne, it was taken by Harold.

With no choice but to take the
crown by force, “William the
Conqueror” led the Norman
invasion of England, defeating
Harold at the Battle of
Hastings. As king, he
established a feudal system.

Also called John Lackland,
king of England and the
youngest son of Henry I1.
Given to a violent temper, he
plotted against both his father
and his brother Richard .
While reigning, he lost the
English-ruled lands in France,
causing the barons to rise
against him. He was forced at
Runnymede to put his seal to
the Magna Charta, a charter
guaranteeing English liberties.

Known as “Robert the
Bruce,” he was crowned and
claimed King of Scotland,
thus defying Edward | of
England. He gradually
drove the English out of
Scotland, winning indepen-
dence in a battle at Bannock-
burn and forcing England’s
Edward Il to recognize
his right to the throne.
