King of England, 
Scotland, and Ireland. 

His tyrannical reign was 
riddled with conflicts

of power with Parliment,
resulting in the English
Civil War. After being
defeated, he was tried 

for treason and executed.

King of England,
Ireland, and Scotland whose 

restoration to his father’s 
throne ushered in the 
Restoration Period.

Although compelled by 
Parliament to enforce 

Presbyterianism in England, 
he made a deathbed 
acknowledgement of

his Catholic convictions.

English general as well as 
political and religious 

figure. Leading the 
Roundhead army, he was 
victorious over Charles I 
in the English Civil War. 

Key in the abolishment of 
the monarchy, he became 

lord protector over 
England.

King of England, Ireland, 
and Scotland who 

published the Declaration 
of Indulgence in 1687, 

offering freedom of 
worship to Catholics and 
Nonconformists. He was
overthrown at the Battle 

of Boyne by William 
of Orange.

Considered the 'Young 
Pretender' to the English 

throne and a hero to 
Scotland, he led the 

Jacobites (supporters of 
his grandfather, King 
James II) in a revolt 

against England, 
culminating in their 

defeat at the Battle of 
Culloden in 1746.

Stadtholder of the United 
Provinces of the Netherlands 

and known as “William of 
Orange.” He ruled jointly 
with his wife, the eldest 

daughter of James II, over 
England, Scotland, and 

Ireland. Mary conceded to the 
marriage at the behest of the 

Protestant adversaries of
her father. William’s rule was 
cold and calculating, yet their 

reign together was
of constitutional significance.

A British admiral
whose successes included 

the defeat of French 
naval forces during the 

Battle of the Nile, and the 
defeat of both Spanish 
and French fleets at the 

Battle of Trafalgar, where 
he lost his life.

Queen of Great Britain 
and Ireland (1837-1901)

and empress of India 
(1876-1901) whose 

disciplined moral ethics
and responsibility to duty 
affected the fundamental 
values of British society 

in the 19th century,
giving rise to the term
“Victorian England.”

British statesman, prime 
minister, and general. 

Responsible for victories 
over the French in the 
Peninsular War and 

Battle of Waterloo, he 
became known as the

“Iron Duke.”

James I
1566-1625 A.D.

Son of Mary Queen of Scots, 
King of Scotland (as James 
VI), and first Stuart King of 

England. Claiming the 
English throne after the 
demise of the heirless 

Elizabeth I, his attempts to 
protect peace with Spain 
cultivated indignation in
Parliament, leading to the 

English Civil War. Also 
commissioned the King James 

Bible during his reign.
